PARCC Improves Upon Our Previous Test 
The PARCC test is aligned to New Jersey’s standards, and provides a 
more accurate indicator of whether students are on track for the 
next grade level and on the path to success after high school. 
Instead of multiple choice questions, students are tested on critical 
thinking and problem-solving – skills they’ll need in school, and 
beyond.  
 
The PARCC Test Provides Meaningful Information  
These new PARCC test results give a more detailed picture of 
student learning by providing specific information on which skills 
students have mastered and where they need additional support. 
They also help ensure that students are on track for the next grade 
and, eventually, college and career. 
 
Participation in Annual Assessments Matters 
While no single test can give a complete picture of achievement, 
when combined with student grades and teacher reports, annual 
assessments provide important information about student 
progress.  
 
Having your child take the statewide tests provides educators with 
information about what educational approaches are working and 
where additional resources are needed.
